Air Filter Maintenance

Dirt is the biggest enemy of a nitro engine. Proper air filter maintenance is one of most important factors that will affect your engines longevity. We recommend
cleaning the element after every run. It is always a good habit to check the element after every run to make sure it is properly seated in the filter body and that the
bodly is fully seated on the carburetor. Never run the engine without the air filter.
